2011 – 2012
Per statutory requirement, the Superintendent of Schools and/or his designee is responsible for decisions relative to school closings, and/or early dismissals.

The Manchester Superintendent or designee shall arrive at a carefully considered judgment through personal observation, national, state and local weather bureau forecasts and consultation with Highway and M.T.A. Authorities.

The Manchester School District will use only two alternatives relative to school closing procedures.  Please note there are changes for this school year:

All schools are closed for the day and all after school activities, including athletic activities, will be canceled.

All schools will open two hours late and all bus schedules will operate two hours late as well.
